Job Purpose

The Medical Science Liaison (MSL) is a field based extension of Theravance Medical Affairs. · Provide field-based support  and collaborate cross-functionally with Medical Affairs, Director of Publications, Project Teams, Microbiology, Clinical &/or R&D by facilitation of Investigator-Initiated Research (IIRs) and other research initiatives. 

· Provide technical support  to field  commercial in training Institutional Account Manager’s (IAMs) as necessary.

· Support the Vibativ® Speaker’s Bureau program through speaker development and training

· Lead and execute regionally based advisory boards.

· Deliver accurate and fair balanced medical presentations to a variety of audiences as deemed appropriate.
